\COUNCIL HEARS

REPORT ON
WATER SYSTEM

Development of a ground water
supply which would be independ-
enl of the present system would
be the most economical and satis-
factory solution of the city's wat-
er problem, H, Sherman Chase, a
representative of the Boston firm
of Metcal! and Eddy, consulting
engineers, told the City Council at
its meeting last week Wednesday
when he presented a lengthy rve-
port on Rochesler's water system.

His report confirmed the idea of
a gravel-packed well, which Sapt.
George D. Dame has advocated a
number f years as an auxillary
supply.

The fransmission mains from
the reservoir, the main source of
Rochester’s supply, were put in 60
years ago, Mr. Chase declared. He
sald that the elevation is sueh
that when there is an extremely
heavy drauzht on the system, ei-
ther in case of a fire, or in summer
when persons are watering their
lawns, there is difficulty in having
enough water in East Rochestar,

He was referring particularly
the situation on Friday night, July
19, when residents of Hast Rocli-
edter and across the river in™ So.
Lebanon, Me,, were without water
for a few hours. As a result of this
situation action was started to
secure an additional stpply of
water #or the city.

He mentioned three schomes that
had been propesed In the past for
a possible solution and of
lieved that the gravel-pa
was fhe Bolwm He
the test well that had b
about a mile north of t
ing High echool and said
lscation was very desirable,
While delivery of equipmeat
necessary for the installation of a
gravelpacked well might not Dhe
possible for a year, in view of
present  unsettled conditions, Mr.
Chase told the couneil he believed
the exploratory work could be car-
ried ‘out before cold weather.
Prices on gravel wall wels were
submitted by David R. Smith of
Portsmouth in a lengthy report
but no action was taken.

The year 1840 wos a bad one for

Senator Wheeler served only four
terms, but his wivid personality
made it sgeem longer, He made many
enemies, Many people disapprove
of his jsolutionism and some of his
other views most thoreughly. But
there are many. even among lhis
detractors, who respect him for his
integrity, for his abllity ns 8 logis-
lator, something which perhaps is
understood in Washington belter
than elsewhere, and nlso becasuse
they consider his pacifism sincere.

1 remember a eonversation I had
with Jerry O'Connell, former rop-
resentative who tried 1o take Wheel-
er's seat In a campgign somewhat
slmilar to the one which brought
victary to Erickson. Jerry was pret-
ty sore. He had a copy of the Ana-
conds Standard o his hand ps well
as a clipping. The ¢lipping was a
roport of one of Senator Wheeler's
campaign speeches, mnde early in
his career. 1 can’'t remember the
phraseciogy, but the general idea
(expressed by Wheeler) was that if
the Anaconda Standard. which was
supposed to represent the senti.
ments of the big copper Interests,
