In District No. 1, the Schools have been to an unusual extent
fortanate in their tenchers. They have without exception been
faithfol and suecessful, and deserve the highest commendation.
Those who have taken any interest in these Sclools have nat
failed to see that the range of studies has Leen enlarged, instruc-
tion systematized and made more thorough, and facilities for
mental caltarve greatly increased. A man of ordinary attain-
ments as a teacher eannot, for any length of time, sustain hime-
sell in the High School, and the Grammar School must sutfer,
il inferior qgnalification be obtained in the teacher ; while the
Primaries make a demand upon the resources of the best in-
formed,

The pupils in these schools are for the most part capable of
vast improvement ; but most need a variety of motives to stimu-
late thein to proper eflorts, Tha only serious obstacles to pro-
gressare irregular attendance and disorderly conduct. Vicious
and disorderly pupils have long been the bané ot the High and
Grammar Schools. They have been suffered to remain with

the hope of their amendment. But experience teaches that the’
good which they receive is far lessthan the evil which they oe-~

casion. The presence of but few of such scholars enliances ten-
1old the labors and perplexities of the teacher. They are noton-
ly theraselves an annoyance, but they incite others to misdoings.
But why should one or more such scholars be suffered to
employ the time and encrgics of the teacher for their restraint
which should be given toothers?  Why should they be suffered
to corrupt or annoy the whole school, and thus destroy al disei-
pline # - And why shonld parents complain if this be not suf-
fered? Nor can it be deemed just to compel the teacher to oc-
cupy his physical powers for the purposes of corporal chastise-
ment. Itis his duty to teach, and not to. émploy his time and
strength in applying the rod to the backs of obstinately vicious
Loys. Ifteachers must be sought whose most essential qualifi-

catien is the ability to binise the head and mangle the flesh,

instead of teaching the intellect, then it is no fiction that barba.
rism is returning upon us in its fearfulness. We do not object
to corporal punishment within certain limits. But we do object
to subjecting a school daily to the witnessing of floggings that
frighten and blows that are revolting to the sensitive minds of
the innocent.  The Comumiitee have fult the past year that our
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schools had suffered much by leaving teachers to struggle alone
for mastery over vicious scholars, and have come to their aicd,
The teacher in the Grammar School did all that ought to be re-
quired of any man to maintain discipline, but without succes.
Unwearied patience, the kindest treatinent, the most persuasive
arguments availed nothing ; the rod also was powerless to re-
form or restrain, Your Committee expelled two and others left
through fear of the same penalty ; then order was restored and
the school henceforth exhibited commendable circumspection,
and closed in a manner that did honor to the teacher and his pu.
pils.

The same spirit of insubordination existed in some measuro
in the High School and was arrested by timely interference.—
‘We are satisfied that vicious pupils, afier reasonable offorts to
reform them have failed, shorld Dbe expelied from our Schools,
Those who are disorderly from predetermindttion are, however
generally few. It isordinarily tho wnintentional disordor thit
breaks up discipline.  But those who deliberatoly embarrass the
teachers and disturh the school cannot he sutlered long to re-
main without great injustice to the teacher.and the rest of the
pupils.  Lheir example is contagious. The unintentional disor-
der should be counteracied by some motive saflicient to produce
positive attention and circumspection. We recommend that
hereafter, in the High and Grammar Schools, the teachers be re-
quired to keep a daily record by marks that indicate merit and
demerit both as to recitations and deportment ; and that the sum
of these besent to parents at the close of each week, and of the
several wezks, at the close of the session of the school. In this
way parents may be informed of the daily conduct and stand-
ing of their children, and pupils will know that they can prac-
tice no deception. And wo [urther recommend that the names
of allthose who have distinguished themselves by dilligenco
in study and decorum of conduet be published in the annual re.
port of the Committee. This system of merits and demerits
should be accounted no trifling agency in stimulating to circum-
spection and studiousness. And the making known those who
are especially meritorious is but justice, School honors may be
butair, yet they are potential in their influence. A mark of merit
may be toits possessor a richer reward than money; a demerit
tay inflict more pain than stripes. It is desirable that order
should be obtained in schools by motives bearing as much anal-
ogy as possible to those by vshich students are to be influenced
in after life, They should be trained to self control—to heed
the voice of conscience—to be influenced by a just regard to the
feelings and opinions ofothers, and by proper selt>respeet. Those
who have grown up in the habits of decorum and dilligent study
under the promptings of such motives have already within them
the elements of successful resistance to most ot tle temptations
of life.
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We wonld remind this District that the Grammar and two of the
Primary Schools atline Maps, We would
also suggest that it s always wise poliey to continue to sumploy
teacliers who have
cessful as have those of the past year.

Mhe Schaols in Districts Nos. 2 & 4 have been admirsbly taught
by Miss Folsom. The best wish these Disiricts can desire us to
express is that they may be able and wise enough to secure the
same teacher f 10 come, .

Distrieis ¥o.2 have also been well taught.

In conclusicn w that our schools have been better taughs,
and have made greater improvement the past year {han during any
former within the knowledge of the Committee.

As last year, we would urge upon the town the importance of
raising five hundred dollars above the amount required by law.—
This would materially lengthen the Schools out of the village, and
give an additional term of ten or twelve weeks to those in the vil-
lage during the winter when our schooi-heuses are closed, and our
youth left without instruction, unless procured by private suition,
which is a burden not a few are unable to bear.
