In compliance-with the law, requirihg the Chief Engi-
neer of the Fire Department to make an annual réport to the
“town, the following report is respectfully submitteﬁ.

. FORCE OF THE DEPARTMENT.,

The regular force of the départment consists of a chief
and three assistant chief engineers, two' hose companies of
16 men each, ofie hook and ladder company of eleven men,
and a'drivér for hose wagon, No. 3. Each company is al-
lowed to have five substitute members, who, when’ acting as
such, are pald for their services by their prmmpals

FIRE APPARATUS. %

_ One hose wagon ; one double runner hose pung; fivo
two-wheel hose carts ; one hook and ladder truck ;. 2200 feel
235-in¢h rubber:line, knit hose; 1oco feet 2-inch Paragon

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amese connections; 1 ons-to-two Siamese connection ;
four Callahan shut-off nozzles; 4 solid play pipes; one chem-
ical extinguisher; 2 single hydrant gates; zo $panners; 7 hy-
drant wrenches; 8 lanterns; 2 torches; 2 crowbars; 6 shov-
els; 5 hoes; z fire axes ; 3 coats; 18 fire hats.

The Gleason & Bailey steel frame truck carries 1 45-foot
East Somerville extension ladder ; 1 26-fooat; 1 zslfoot, ‘1 24-
foot and 1 18 foot single ladders; 1 pull-down hook and
chain ; 4 hand hooks; 2 crotch poles ; 2 fire axes; z crow-
bars ; z sledges; 200 feet of rope ; 4 lanterns; 1 signal lamp ;
z torches ; 1 13-inch gong. There are also held in reserve z
3o-fo0t, 1 z5-foot and 3 roof ladders.

The apparatus is generally in good condition, but the
1000 feet of Paragon hose is 10 years old, while zooo feet of
the rubber-lined knit hose is in its eighth year of service,
when it was only warranted for four years.

WATER SUPPLY.

‘The water supply is from 52 hydrants, which are now
owned by the town. The water pressure is good and the hy-
drant system is all right, so far as it goes, but additional hy-
drants should be at once put in as follows: Two hydrants on
Main street, between the end of the present system and resi-
dence of Frank Durell, one at Rockingham -Junction, and
one opposite the residenice of Charles Leavitt on the Junction
road. The hydrant opposite the Congregational church,
also the one near the town hall, should be taken-up and in
their places should be installed hydrants with three open-
ings instead of two as at present. The change would be of
great benefit in case of a big fire in the business section of
Main street, as it would give six streams where now there
are only four hydrant openings. The hydrants taken out
would be all right to putin the Rockingham Junction section, a
change which would cost very little but would give some fire
protection where now thereisnone. It wasrather humililating
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for the department to stand and see the dwelling of Joseph

_Watson on:the Rockingham Junction road burn uplast Oc-

tober with no hydrant within zooo feet, but with a 6-inch |
water pipe running by the house. The same thing.is_likely
to happen in that section on Main street between the end of
the present hydrant system and Durell’s Corner, where are
hfteen buildings without fire protc:ctlon .

FIRE AL ARM SYSTEM,

The fire alarm system has been gfeatly improved-dur-

" ing the past year by the purchase of a 2000-pound bell ar a

cost of $zr5, . which was moun:ed on a special steel frame
tower located near the high school building on Zion’s Hill
The tower.cost $1z5 : the cost of erecting, blasting ledge for
foundation and the hanging of the bell making the total cost
of bell and tower $440. The records of fire companies show
that the bell is doing:all that was &xpected of it as a fire
alarm. The last time the Congregational church bell was
used as a fire alarm (Filion’s store fire, July, last,) “nearly

- half the department failed to respond, but-since the zoo0-1b.
fire alarm bell has been in service, practically every mem-

ber of thé départment hasrespondedpromptly, The instal-
lation of the present fire alarm system was coinmenced in April,
1897. The first sectiori put in consisted of about 4 miles of
wire, g fire alarm boxes, 2 18-inch gdngs and tower striker
to Congregational church bell. - In QOctober of same year the

" system was extended by the addition of one mile of wire, two
" fire alarm boxes and oné 6-inch gong, the total cost of systemn

being then $1111.76, of which amount $800, was taised by a
fair held for that purpose by the fire departmﬂnt $150. was
donated by A. J.. Nichols, agentof the Newmarket Manufact-
uring. Co., and the balance, 8161.76, was paid by the town.
In 1899 the system was extended to Hallsville, 2 miles of
wire was used and fire alarm box 49 was located near the
pumping station, $150 having been voted by the_town for
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that purpose, so that at present the system consists of one
2000 Ib. bell, mounted on steel tower; 2 18 inch fire
alarm gongs; 1 f6-inch gong; 12 fire alarm boxes, and
a little over seven miles of wire. The <ost figures as
follows :

Which is the best value and the best fire alarm system that
any towit ever got for the money. . The system is in first-
class condition and enjoys the distinction of in mnearly five
years of service never having failed to work when needed
for a fire alarm, which is something that cannot be said of
any other electric fire alarm system in this section. The
Newnarket fire alarm system could not be duplicated to-day
for $zc000.

SUM\‘IARY OF THE- COST OF FIRE DEPART-

MENT EQUIPMENT.

The first of the present fire department equipment was
purchased in December, 1894. It consists of z hose carts:
zoo0 feet of hose; 6 play pipes; 4 shut-off nozzles; z hy-
drant gates; 24 spanmers; 6 hydrant wrenches, and the total
cost was $1325.00. The Gleason & Bailey steel hook and
ladder truck was purchased in 1896, and cost with equip-
ment, except 45 foot exrension ladder, $528.00. The exten-
sion ladder cost $130.60. In 1897 3 Siamese connections
cost $43.60, and hose pung cost $73.00. In 1899 hose
wagon 3 was purchased and for purchase price and fitting
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up cost $100, and 200 feet of hose cost $1oo, making the
total cost of fire department outfit $2302.10, which is less
than one half of what.a single first-class steam fire engine
and equipment would have cost. Add to $2302.70, the
total cost of fire alarm system, which is $751.96, and you
have $3053.86, the sum total which the town has invested
in apparatus to proudc, means for the exungulshmenr of

fire.
IN G'ENERAL.

The past year has been the lightest year, so far as fire
duty is concerned, which the dzpartment has had since its
reorganization in 1895, but since 1895 there have been 79
fires and alarms in this town, which resulted in a fire loss of
514,044.32. Amount of insurance paid on loss $i1,325.32.
The amount of property saved by the department is difficult
to estimate, but it amounted to-a great many thousandq of
doliats. .

Having served nearly eight years on the Board of Fire
Engineers, I am not a candidate for re-election.  Since 1894,
the Boards of Selectmen, under the chairmanship of John H.
Griffin, Alanson C. Haines and Samuel H. Greene, have all
worked harmoniously together with the Board of Engineers,
the officers and mambers of fire companies, to m ke the
Newmarket fire department what it is to-day, second to that
of no fire department of any town in this state. If it shall
be considered that I have performed my share of the work
and done my duty with the others I shall be content.

When a fire breaks out the person discovering it should
immediately run to the box nearest the fire, break the glass in
the front of the small key box which is on the side of the
fire alarm box, take out the key, which is attached to a
chain, unlock the fire alarm box, open the door and pull
down the hook ‘as far as it will go, then let go the hook.
Stand by box to direct the firemen. . Don’t pull in an alarm
for a fire seen at a distance or out of reach of the hydrant
system, but notify some member of the department,’ who
will give the proper alarm,
